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Ubuntu Edmonton receives funding from the Wild Rose Foundation

This past July, Ubuntu Edmonton received a
financial contribution of $25,000 from the
international development program of the Wild Rose
Foundation. The goal of the funding is to support the
development of the food bank, and the sewing
cooperative.

It is also thanks to this financial support that Ubuntu

was able to purchase a vehicle, of which you can

view pictures enclosed. Whether it is used to

purchase goods for the food bank, to transport large
spools of fabric for the sewing cooperative, or to attend to the everyday needs of the Centre César, a
reliable vehicle is indispensable. As well, it provides transportation from the village to the medical clinic
for mothers who are too old, or too ill to walk. They go to the clinic approximately three days a week to
receive therapeutic massages, or to meet with the doctor.

It is with much gratitude that we acknowledge this important
support from the Wild Rose Foundation which allows us to
further pursue and improve our humanitarian aid efforts
towards the surviving widows of the genocide and their
children in Kimironko, a suburb of Kigali.
